Greetings Barry and thanks for the files you included in your last
message.

I have modified the "instructions" for how to enable SMB single sign-on.
I *just* tested this with a clean install of OS X Server 10.3.5 and a
Windows 2000sp4 domain.
It worked as expected for me. Let me know how it goes.


On the Mac OS X server

1. Stop the Windows Server with Server Admin

2. Unbind the AD Plug-in using Directory Access

2.5. Remove the AD entry from the Search path on the Authentication tab
in Directory Access

3. Remove the file /var/db/samba/secrets.tdb,
in the Terminal:
        # sudo rm /var/db/samba/secrets.tdb

3.5 Reboot.

4. Bring the Windows service back to the default settings, do this

        # mv /etc/smb.conf /etc/smb.conf.old
        # cp /etc/smb.conf.template /etc/smb.conf

The go to Workgroup Manager - Sharing - Un-check the "Share this Item
and it's contents" for a share point such as Users, then re-check it
and click save. This will update the /etc/smb.conf from the template
verison to one that has all the share-point information.

5. Edit the /etc/smb.conf file and add or modifiy these three
lines in the global section:

use spnego = yes
realm = DOMAINHERE.COM
security = ADS


5.5. Configure the Network System Preference on the OS X Server and add
an AD Domain Controller running DNS to the top of list of DNS servers.


6. Then rebind the AD Plugin. Be sure the name you use for the bind is
the exact name of the server, example:

Hostname = myserver1.apple.com
Computer Name = myserver1

Bind as "myserver1" in the Active Directory Plugin.  You DO NOT use
FQDN.

6.5 Modify the Searchpath in Directory Access and add the Active
Directory Node to the Searchpath, right below /netinfo/root in the
list.


7. In Server Admin, Windows setup, be sure WORKGROUP is correct for the
right domain as well and ensure local and domain master browsing is
off.
       
8. Start the Windows Service

   On the Windows PC

   1. Log out any users. This will clear out any bad kerberos principals
that
   can cause problems.
   2. Log in and connect to the OS X Server using UNC (\\servername or
\\ip address).
It should open with no password needed.
